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Genicom Intelliprint cL160 colour printer
CPG International announced the launch of their first ever colour laser printer at the CeBIT
2002 exhibition. The Genicom Intelliprint cL160 is capable of producing 16ppm, in both
colour and monochrome. This is unusual as most printers have a different ppm for mono and
colour — due to the paper having to be passed back and forth four times (one for each colour
when printing in CMYK), however the cL160 uses a single-pass method resulting in colour
documents being printed at the same speed as mono. The cL160 also has a fast ‘first page to
print’ time. CPG says that the Intelliprint IV controller (installed in the cL160) allows the
printer to quickly formulate the image and print the first page in approximately 10 seconds.

The cL160 comes with 128MB of memory as standard, expandable to 256MB and has the
option to add a 2GB hard drive for form and format storage. The printer also comes with a
variety of paper-handling options including a 500-sheet in-tray and multi-purpose tray as
standard — this supports a range of paper formats, including A4, AS, BS, letter, legal and
most envelopes. An extra 1000-sheet high capacity feeder is also available.

Each printer in the Intelliprint range comes with its own built-in Web page, allowing the
printer’s status to be checked on-line.

Tally 76212 printer

Tally launched the T6212 line matrix printer at CeBIT 2002. This printer has a print
speed of 1200 lines per minute and can produce 140000 pages per month.

Page segmentation architecture ensures that the most complex output is printed at the
maximum speed. This line printer is ideal for printing, labelling and barcode applica-
tions, which Tally says run at 5 per cent of the costs previously associated with laser
printing. The bar codes are produced via Read Right algorithm. The T6212 also incor-
porates a smart clean-hands ribbon, which provides consistent quality printing through-
out the ribbon life.

The T6212 is able to handle a variety of media up to six part forms and is also suit-
able for invoice, delivery note, picking list and standard listing applications.
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
